YOUR CHILD’S SCHOOL
IS AN ISSP SCHOOL!

The Integrated School Support Program (ISSP) is a student wellness program that provides universal supports to students in
schools across Alberta. The program is supported by the Calgary Police Youth Foundation, a charity that strives to keep
children and youth safe from crime and victimization.

The program delivery model utilizes partnerships between schools, community organizations, and service providers to help
students succeed academically, socially, and emotionally. The program brings together supports in five main areas:

Mental Health Support — In-school mental health professionals help students develop coping skills and access

counseling when needed.

Nutrition — Healthy meals and snacks are provided to help students focus and learn.

Physical Education — Quality physical education and activity programs to promote health and well-being.
After-School Programming — Opportunities for learning, recreation, and enrichment beyond the school day.
Positive Police Presence — Positive interactions with local police officers to build trust and strengthen community

relationships.

How Is ISSP Evaluated?

The evaluation helps us understand how
well ISSP is working and how it is making
a difference for students, families, and
schools. Over the school year, we will:

e Collect feedback from students, staff,
and sometimes parents through short
surveys.

¢ Review school-level data, such as
attendance and academic results, to
see how students are doing.

¢ Gather information from program
staff on the services provided.

This information allows us to improve the
program, share successes, and ensure it
continues to meet the needs of students
and families.

How is My Child’s Information Used?

¢ All information is collected and stored securely.

¢ We do not report individual student names or results—findings
are shared in summary form only (i.e., “student grades improved
80% across all ISSP schools” or “95% of students reported

enjoying having snacks and meals available at school”)

e Participation in the evaluation will not affect your child’s grades,
access to services, or standing at school

Yes. If you do not want your child’s information included in the ISSP
evaluation, you can opt out at any time.

El Programa Integrado de Apoyo Escolar (ISSP) es un programa de bienestar estudiantil que brinda apoyo universal a los estudiantes de las
escuelas en todo Alberta. El programa cuenta con el respaldo de la Fundacion Juvenil de la Policia de Calgary, una organizacién benéfica
que se dedica a proteger a los nifios y jovenes del delito y la victimizacion.
